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The College, with approximately 50 classrooms, is set on 9.5 ha. ( 22 acres) of 
well developed grounds and facilities. 
 
The College has Years 7 - 12 with 11 and 12 being the VCE or VCAL  years - 
Victorian Certificate of Education and Victorian Certificate of Applied Learning.  
Both programs can include Vocational Education Training (VET ) courses. 
In Year 10, students can also be recommended to begin VCE or VET studies.  
We have a total College population of 750 students. 
 
The College has over 50 Teaching Staff, covering a broad range of specialist subject 
areas and includes Library, Integration, Student Well Being and Careers Staff. 
 
Our team of School Support Staff include: General Office Staff, Maintenance, 
Library, Computer, Foods and Science Technicians.  Our cleaning is done by 
outside contractors.

Pastoral Teachers: each Year 7 group has a teacher allocated who will also 
teach them for two or more subjects. This teacher is responsible for assisting 
students in the transition stages and is a contact person for the students and 
parents throughout the year.  
Student Well-Being Coordinator: Kerry Hall supports student progress and well
-being across Years 7 to 12. 
 
Every Year Level has Managers caring for the students and their needs.  
Their duties include: Curriculum Organisation, Well Being & Discipline . 
 
Lilydale Heights College has programs especially designed to help Year 7 students 
settle into their new environment. 

¶ A camp at the beginning of the year for all Year 7 students ensures that they 
come to know each other and their teachers. 

¶ The Peer Support Program, where trained Year 10 students act as caring leaders 
for small groups of Year 7 students. Groups meet for 1 period per week during 
Semester  One, under the supervision of a teacher. 

¶ Pastoral Teachers meet with the students on a daily basis as part of the Pastoral 
Program. The Pastoral Program & Form Assemblies are designed to support 
and assist students in dealing with issues such as using the diary and organizing 
homework and study times so that they are actively involved in their learning.  

¶ We plan for class groups or forms to have a maximum 25 students. This group 
stays together for all subjects in Year 7 except Sports Education where students 
elect a sport. 

¶ ONE room allocated to Maths, English, Humanities and LOTE at the beginning 
of the year to minimise movement around the College and assist the students 
ósettling inô. 

¶ A series of combined Year 7 activities throughout the year build trust, 
confidence, self esteem, self discipline and interpersonal relationship skills.

Essential Learning Framework (ELF) Program 
All Year 7 students undertake the ELF class as part of their timetabled program. 
ELF focuses on developing thinking, communication, design, research, 
planning and interpersonal skills. It also incorporates the skills that 
students gain from other learning areas and applies them to larger scale 
projects that focus on areas of interest to the student. 
The ELF class for each form group is facilitated by a team of two 
teachers who also teach the group in other learning areas. The program 
is designed to develop the independent learning skills of each student 
and to build learning strategies that can be applied to all learning areas. 
Music Enrichment Class 
The Music Enrichment Class consists of instrumental music students. 
This class becomes the basis for formation of the College Junior Stage 
Band. The common interest in instrumental music as well as the 
teamwork required in the band builds a strong bond within the group. 
It is important to note, that students can still undertake instrumental 
music and be members of the College Bands even thought they did not 
apply for the Music Enrichment Class. 
 
Our Year 7 students all participate in a laptop program developed with the Yarra 
Valley e-Learning Community. This enables them access to the global community 
and outstanding resources in every lesson every day.

ENGLISH  
Time Allocation - 4 periods 
In English, the areas are reading, writing, speaking and listening activities. Students buy text books and 
novels as required from the Booklist. 
MATHEMATICS  
Time Allocation - 4 periods 
In Maths, the areas covered are measurement, space and statistics as well as introducing algebra. 
Problem solving skills are developed. Extension and support are offered where applicable.  Calculators 
and computers are used. 

 

HUMANITIES  
Time Allocation - 2 periods 
includes History, Geography and Economy.  
It is designed to help students understand the society 
in which they live and to help them become well 
informed and responsible citizens.  
 

SCIENCE 
Time Allocation - 2 periods 
Students acquire scientific knowledge, solve 
practical problems, explore the cultural context of 
Science and have the opportunity to develop 
personally. They investigate how to safely use 
equipment and  apply scientific methods to describe 
and better understand their world. 
 

MUSIC   
Students enjoy a variety of practical activities including singing of popular songs and an opportunity to 
pursue a specific instrument with tuition (see Instrumental Music). Using wind, string and percussion 
instruments they learn to explore, compose and perform creative and traditional music forms. 
The music classroom is also equipped with the latest music technology resources and software. 
  

ART 
Time allocation - 2 periods - one semester 
Art/Craft is a visual language that is used to explore, symbolise and share our experiences.  Through a 
range of activities in Year 7, students are encouraged to express their ideas and emotions visually. 
 
L.O.T.E. - INDONESIAN / JAPANESE 
Students will choose Indonesian or Japanese for the year. 
Time allocation- 3 periods 
Students are exposed to the language and culture of  Indonesia / Japan. They learn to appreciate the 
culture and contribution of Indonesians or Japanese to Australian society. Students develop 
conversational skills  to cover familiar situations. They develop reading and writing skills in Indonesian 
or Japanese. 
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TECHNOLOGY  
Time allocation - 2 periods for one semester 
Technology introduces students to the study and use of various materials, along 
with the safe and proper use of tools and equipment. They are introduced to 
aspects of design and research. 
 

FOODS 
Time allocation - 2 periods - one semester 
Students experience a variety of cooking techniques which allow them to develop 
skills in food preparation. Students investigate the healthy diet pyramid and 
investigate how it relates to their general health. 
 

HEALTH & PHYSICAL EDUCATION  
Time allocation - 2  periods 
Students examine options and the consequences of their choices in health and personal relationships.  
The Peer Support Program involves students in activities that enhance relationships, group performance 
and community living. 
Students will also develop an understanding of physical activity and movement in PE. 
The program also aims to make participation in physical activities an enjoyable experience.  
 

SPORTS EDUCATION 
Time allocation- 2 periods 
Each student is given the opportunity to develop or extend 
their skills in a variety of sports and recreational activities, 
that are both competitive and non-competitive.  
 
INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC (Elective)  
Instrumental Music is offered at the College, combining 
group tuition and various ensemble performance 
opportunities.   
Music camps, concert evenings, tours, and band festivals 
form a major part of the Instrumental Music Curriculum. 
Students are withdrawn from a timetabled class.  Students 
perform live with professional musicians throughout the year. 
 
 
 
Years 7 and 8: 
Students are offered a broad range of subjects from all Learning Areas. 
 
 
Years 9 and 10: 
Year 9 students undertake core studies in English, Mathematics, Health, 
Humanities, P.E. & Science. Students also select electives and one Journey (an 
interactive unit) per term. 
 
In Year 10 core studies include English, Mathematics and Future Directions 
(semester one only). All other learning areas offer a huge range of subjects from 
which students select. The focus is on establishing the best pathway into 
VCE.  Students in Year 10 have the opportunity to select a VCE study. 
 
 
Years 11 and 12:  
The Victorian Certificate of Education (VCE) consists of students completing up to 24 Units across a 
range of areas over two years. 
The Victorian Certificate of Applied Learning (VCAL) is offered as an alternative Pathway. Both 
programs can include Vocational Education Training (VET) courses. 
Both the VCE and VCAL programs are available for students in Years 11 & 12, as well as VET courses.

¶ VCE students will be advised by teachers and co-ordinators of their expected 

commitment but should plan on at least 90 - 180 minutes per day. 
 

Homework will be set in all subject areas.  There will be occasions when specific 

tasks are set.  Research projects and work requirements may require materials, 

data, or other information to be collected.  This is homework!! 

If no specific homework is given, unfinished class work is required to be 

completed and read through.  
 

Wider reading is a valid and beneficial type of homework that should be 

encouraged at home as well as at school. Revision is always beneficial. 
 

Homework will form part of studentsô programs and gives parents the 

opportunity to share and participate in the learning program. 
 

Set homework is recorded in student diaries.  Students will be instructed to write 

details by their teachers and checks of diary entries are made by teachers and 

Year Level Managers.
